To book your place on tour, please send us your fully com-
pleted registration form either electronically, by mail or by
fax. We will provide acknowledgement of your booking within
5 working days and send payment instructions. We require a
20% deposit to confirm your booking and full payment is to be
made 30 days before departure.

We reserve the right to decline any individual’s registration at
our own discretion.

Cancellations

Cancellations are to be made in writing by post, fax or email.

Accommodation
